U.S.A. recipients must supply a Social Security number upon receipt of winnings.

Charter Holders Read Carefully

The VNEA takes very seriously the entrants in each Division by implementing computer audits to detect individuals that are incor-
rectly entered.

However, due to name changes, incorrect spellings, human error and other factors the system is not always 100% fool proof.

Therefore, the Tournament Committee is hereby notifying all Charter Holders that the VNEA will still strongly monitor all entrants but
it is the ultimate responsibility of the Charter Holder to review the Intermediate and Master lists, prior to submitting entries, to be
sure all of their players are entered into the proper Divisions.

Charter Holders found to have entered players in improper Divisions will be punished in accordance with the World Championships
Policies & Procedures.

Women’s Regular & Intermediate Teams may be comprised of ANY 4 female players from within their Charter Holder’s
League System (Same C-H #). (2 Original Players from the same League Team is no longer required)

The Tournament Dress Gode that has been in affect for decades has been loosely enforced the past few years.

With the addition of Live Stream popularity, the intent to showcase our Association for our awesome Corporate Sponsors and the
ever-growing Social Media exposure, we will be strictly enforcing the Dress Code beginning with our 45th Anniversary Year in
2025. Be sure to notify your players that will be attending to avoid any possible situations for their singles matches and to affect
their team members. (see Page 8 for Tournament Dress Code)

The CompuSport, CSR Rating System, is becoming widely used and offering a great option to place players in the proper Divi-
sions locally and regionally. VNEA will be implementing the CSR Rating System into the 45th Anniversary Championships in the
Mini-Tournaments arena only, to measure its effectiveness and perfect it for future full Division use. The Mini’s will be broken
down into 4 Levels to allow for a fairer player field for all participants as follows:

Level 1(V) - Upto 1600

Level 2 (N) - 1601 - 1700
tUPDATEDJ Level 3 (E) - 1701-1800

Level 4 (A) - 1801 & Above

The VNEA Junior Program has become the World’s Leader in Amateur Junior Pool both in League and Inter-
national Tournament Arena’s. To keep it growing and to continue to allow more and more young players to
automatically feed into your revenue generating Adult Program, all entries into the World Championships in Las
Vegas will include a $5 Junior Growth Fee. The future depends on the young pool stars and this will ensure your
success for years to come and making the VNEA Pool Leagues a major part of your Company’s overall value!

Smartphones have become a valuable tool in helping Referee’s determine close hits at the local and regional
levels the last few years. At this years World’s, you might see many players using their devices as an alternative
to calling a Referee if they have been using this method throughout the year at various Tournaments. The
Official VNEA Tournament Referees will also be testing this option for future VNEA events worldwide.

A separate, Classic 8-Ball Singles Division is available for Intermediate & Master Tournament Entrants who are of proper age
in addition to their normal 8-Ball Singles event. All participants must be out of all other events and the sign-up will be on-site.
Cost is $80 which includes a $5 Admin. Fee and $15 Green Fee.

One (1) Intermediate FEMALE will be allowed to play on an Open Regular Team.

Open Master Team & Women’s Master Team Divisions must consist of at least (2) Teams to qualify for participation and payout.

3-Person Open Team Events will be conducted as Mini’s with registration on-site. Any combination of males and females from ANY
Charter. No Masters and only (1) Intermediate per team.

General Tournament Information

All Participants In World’s Competition:

a. must be deemed an active player by his/her Charter Holder.
b. must be able to show a pictured I.D. for positive identification and prize money disbursements.
¢. are subject to random I.D. checks for eligibility purposes.

There will be absolutely no tournament entries accepted at Tournament Site.
Exception: Mini-Tournaments, Mixed Scotch Doubles and IM/Master Classic Singles.

Players may be listed on more than one teams roster, for precautionary purposes. However, the first
team that any player shoots for, in any division, is the only team that player is allowed to play for.

Tournament Dress Code

All participants in the World Championships must comply with the
following Dress Code:

No Midriffs e No Cut-Offs e No Swimwear ¢ No Tube Tops
No Tank Tops e No Improper Verhiage

All shorts must be clean, neat, presentable, hemmed and of proper length to be al-
lowed. Rugged cut-offs will not he allowed.

All players, during their scheduled matches, will present themselves in a neat and
clean appearance, as illustrated throughout the Tournament Ballrooms.

Tournament Officials will have the right to ask any player not properly attired to
leave the playing area.

Be sure to abide within the illustrations displayed throughout the Tournament
Rooms to avoid delays, disqualifications or forfeited games during your Singles
and/or Team matches.

Age Requirement

All players must be of legal drinking age to play in the licensed establishment
where the qualifying league is played AND are at least 18 years of age.

All prize money winners must be 21 years old to cash their winnings at the
Westgate Casino Cage. The Cage is open 24 hours a day for your convenience.

Registering Your Players
ON-LINE REGISTRATION IS EASY, FAST & SECURE!

Every Charter will login, create their own password and enter their own secure registration section.

Once logged in, you will have access to your player base and can complete as many Certificates as needed.
All Stats and Payment will still be required to be mailed to VNEA Headquarters before entries are accepted.
You will be able to and must print copies of all Entries for yourself and each Team Captain to take to Las Vegas.

Formal, easy, step-by-step instructions will be forwarded to all Charter Holders shortly.

Team Roster.
The “Official Team Roster” are the players listed on the scoresheet / computer.

Forfeits.

All Teams must be at their assigned tables at their assigned match time. If a Team is not at their assigned tables 5 minutes after their posted
start time, the opposing Team will call a referee to the table and the missing Team will be notified via CompuSport App and will have 10 minutes to
show up at the table. At the end of 10 minutes, the Team who is present will recall the referee and the match will be forfeited if the missing Team is
not present. In the event that enough team members, but less than the full team, are available when the match is called, then those present must begin
shooting. If the table is not available, you must report to the control desk.

Singles... All players must be at their assigned table at their assigned match time. If a player is not at their assigned table 5 minutes after their
posted start time, the opponent will call a referee to the table and the missing player will be notified via CompuSport App and will have 10 minutes to
show up at the table. At the end of 10 minutes, the player who is present will recall the referee and the match will be forfeited if the missing player is
not present. If the table is not available, you must report to the control desk.

There will be no entry forms accepted after May 1, 2025 or at the Tournament site.

Men's & Women’s Classic and Senior Divisions will be offered for 8-Ball and 9-Ball Singles to those individuals who
have turned the appropriate ages by May 23, 2025.

The “Official Tournament Entry Form” includes a line for Banquet Tickets. If you are sending only one team, you must purchase
five tickets. If you are sending two or more teams you must buy at least ten tickets. Four person women team requirements will be 4 and 8 tickets
respectively. Be sure to complete this section on your form and include payment as Official Certificates cannot be accepted until Banquet Tickets have
been purchased.

Banquet Tickets, purchased by Charter Holders with the “Official Tournament Entry Form,” will be available for all Charter Holders to pick up at the
VNEA Booth in Las Vegas.

If you are unable to attend you must inform VNEA Headquarters by May 1, 2025 who will be designated to pick up the banquet tickets or list the
person on the entry form or the banquet tickets will not be distributed.

Room reservations must be received by WESTGATE Hotel by May 2nd.
After that date our room block will be released or earlier if our room block is filled.

Team Format

The 25 game round robin format will be used in the Open
Regular 8-Ball team events. The 16 game round robin format
will be used in the Women's Regular 8-Ball team events. Each
player will play each player from the opposing team once.
The team with the most points at the end of the match will be
declared the winner.

o All Regular team events will be played using a Double Elimi-
nation format in the qualifying brackets. Finals brackets will be
re-drawn with participants starting with no losses and will also
be Double Elimination.

o The Sports Division will be Double Elimination and
will consist of 5-Person Open Teams (25 Game Format)
and 4-Person Women’s Teams (16 Game Format).

o The Redemption Division will be Single Elimination
and will consist of 4-Person Open Teams (16 Game Format)
and 3-Person Women’s Teams (9 Game Format).

o The Resurrection Division will be Single Elimination
and will consist of 4-Person Open Teams (16 Game Format)
and 3-Person Women’s Teams (9 Game Format).

e For Sports, Redemption and Resurrection Teams, all players
MUST be listed on the Original “Official Team Roster”.

o Master and Intermediate team events will be using the
Triple Elimination format. The Finals will be Double
Elimination.

Tie Breaker

If there is a tie in the Total Points at the end of the match,
proceed as follows until a winner is decided...

o Play last round again, with the same match-ups, on the
scoresheet.

e Fach Team will begin with zero points.
o Flip for first break and alternate thereafter.

Singles Format

(exception: Redemption & Resurrection Divisions)

All Singles events will be played using a Double Elimination
format in the qualifying brackets. Finals brackets will be re-
drawn with participants starting with no losses and will also be
Double Elimination. See pg. 10 for all Division Races.

Substitution Rule

A team may substitute players during a match if the following
criteria are met:

The opposing team captain must be notified before the start of
the round in which the substitution is being made.

A substitute player will not be allowed to play any opposing
player more than once.

Once a player has played, he/she must keep that same position
unless removed for a round and reinstated in a later round.

Determining the Break

Teams...

Team captains will flip a coin prior to making the line-up.
The winner of the coin toss has a choice of being home or
visiting team. The home team will complete their line-up first
each round. The teams will then break in accordance with the
scoresheet.

Singles...
Flip a coin to determine the first break and alternate thereafter.

Table Use

Teams will play on two tables at all times, until the 25th game
(25 game format) or 16th game (16 game format). It will be the
Tournament Director’s discretion to play matches on more than
2 tables if time is a factor.

Official Scoresheet

The Home Scoresheet is the official scoresheet and will be used
to settle any disputes. Both captains are responsible for the
accuracy of the Home scoresheet after each game.

8-0n the Break

If the 8-Ball is pocketed on the break, the breaker may ask for a
re-rack or have the 8-Ball spotted and continue shooting. If the
breaker scratches while pocketing the 8-Ball on the break, the
opposing player has the option of a re-rack or having the 8-Ball
spotted before beginning to shoot.

Rack Your Own Breaks
(Various Rack Devices will NOT be allowed)

Call Pocket

In Call Pocket, obvious balls and pockets do not have to be
indicated. It is the opponent’s right to ask which ball and pocket
if he is unsure of the shot. Banks and combinations are not
considered obvious and both the object ball and pocket must
be called. When calling the shot, it is NEVER necessary to
indicate details such as the number of cushions, banks, kisses,
caroms, etc. Any balls pocketed on a foul remain pocketed,
regardless of whether they belong to the shooter or the op-
ponent. If a shooter continually refuses to inform his opponent,
even when asked, the captains or tournament officials should
be informed. Continuous failure to verbally call the pocket can
be ruled unsportsmanlike conduct.

Calling the 8-Ball

Calling of the 8-Ball must be by the disc method in the follow-
ing manner:

Disc Placement

The disc must be completely within the first two diamonds on
either side of the intended pocket. (A Referee will make a ruling
if the disc position is protested)

Itis not necessary to move or touch the disc if it is already

at the intended pocket. If a player shoots at the 8-Ball and
commits a legal shot and the 8-Ball is not pocketed, the game
continues.

Team Roster

The “Official Team Roster” are the players listed on
the scoresheet/computer.

lllegal Team Player

Any Team determined to have listed a Team Member

on the Tournament Scoresheet, for any match that has begun,
that is not listed on the “Official Team Roster” will be penalized
as follows...

- The Team will Forfeit any match in progress or any match
completed before their next round begins and eliminated
from any further Team competition.

- The Team will Forfeit any Prize Money.

Safeties
A Safety can be played within the definition of a legal shot.

Start of Match

All' matches will start at their posted time if the assigned table
is available. If a player/players is absent, the match must still
begin and the absent player/players will have until the end of
that round to show up. If they are not there by the end of the
round, the absent person/persons will lose that game 10-0.
This rule is the same for all the rounds.
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The governing rules of play are detailed in the 2024-2025
VNEA Rules Booklet and will be strictly adhered to along with

Played Wrong Player

In the event that wrong people have played or are playing each
other, the following procedure will be followed:

o |fthe game is completed, that score will be forwarded to the
proper place that they are scheduled to play. That score will not
count until it falls into the proper place.

o |fthe game is not completed, the captains will get the proper
people to the table and restart the game.

o |fa game is played between the same opponents for a
second time during the match, the score of the second time
does not count as long as the scoresheet is filled out properly
prior to the round beginning.

It is both team captain’s responsibility to ensure that the
proper players are playing each game before the round starts.
Therefore, if one captain listed a player to play the same player
a second time, the captains team who listed the wrong player
will lose 10-0.

End of Match

A match is considered over when a team can no longer
mathematically win.

Forfeits

Team.... All Teams must be at their assigned tables at their
assigned match time. If a Team is not at their assigned tables 5
minutes after their posted start time, the opposing Team will call
areferee to the table and the missing Team will be notified via
CompuSport App and will have 10 minutes to show up at the
table. At the end of 10 minutes, the Team who is present will recall
the referee and the match will be forfeited if the missing Team is not
present. In the event that enough team members, but less than the
full team, are available when the match is called, then those present
must begin shooting. If the table is not available, you must
report to the control desk.

Singles... All players must be at their assigned table at their
assigned match time. If a player is not at their assigned table &
minutes after their posted start time, the opponent will call a referee
to the table and the missing player will be notified via CompuSport
App and will have 10 minutes to show up at the table. At the end
of 10 minutes, the player who is present will recall the referee and
the match will be forfeited if the missing player is not present. If the
table is not available, you must report to the control desk.

Protest Procedure

In the event a person or team wishes to protest a player's or a
team’s eligibility, the protesting team or person will be required to
deposit $100 with tournament officials. If protesters are correct in
their protest, they will be refunded their deposit and the tournament
officials will take proper measures in dealing with the situation. If
protesters are incorrect in their protest, they will forfeit their deposit.
Deposits will go into the general funds of the VNEA.

Classics & Seniors

Entrants in the 8-Ball Classics or Seniors Singles cannot play
in any other 8-Ball singles and entrants in the 9-Ball Classics
or Seniors Singles cannot play in any other 9-Ball Singles.

Seniors can play in either Classics or Seniors - not both.

Listed Master & Intermediate Classic or Senior players are
ineligible for Regular, Classic or Senior events. However, a
Classic Division is available for them, sign-up on site, in
addition to their Singles events.

Classics: (age as of event day)
Age: Men - 50 yrs. old minimum
Women - 45 yrs. old minimum

Seniors: (age as of event day)
Age: Men & Women - 60 yrs. old minimum

Scoring

If a game ends without a group of balls being legally
determined, the winner receives ten points and the
opponent receives zero points.
